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Kindergarten Entry Age Changes For 2012-13 School Year 

Kindergarten entrance ages will change as a result of LB 1006; the state law that revised the age for 
kindergarten entrance will impact the 2012-13 Kindergarten class.  According to the legislation, a child 
who turns age 5 on or before July 31, 2012 can automatically enter kindergarten this coming year.  
However, children who turn 5 on or after August 1, 2012 are still eligible for Pre-School or his/her

If a child scores 115   or above on the assessment, the child would be eligible 
for Kindergarten.  However, parents, district officials, and teachers may still decide the child is not

Under previous law, students ranging from age 4 to age 6 were entering school.  This created a large 
learning gap and put younger students at a disadvantage with their older peers for their entire 
educational career.  Students who enter school with substantially fewer communication skills, weaker 
phonetic awareness, and limited letter recognition are at a disadvantage compared to older students 
who may have a more robust skill set in these areas.
